BABY BOTTLE BLESSINGS MONTH!

God has placed the Pregnancy Resource
Clinic (PRC) in our community to help minister to
women in crisis pregnancies. We are able to
carry out our work because of the generous
donations of concerned churches and individuals.
As a Christian ministry, we do not receive any
government funding. Since many consider the
issue of abortion a politically sensitive subject, it
is rare for us to receive any help from the
corporate world as well.

Last year, our pregnancy center ministered to
over 977 women.

X 404 pregnancy tests were administered.

x 106 sonograms were performed.

x 370 clients attended one of our parenting

or pregnancy education classes.

x 46 women who were undecided about the
outcome of their pregnancy chose life for
their baby.

A Woman'’s Heart PRC provides pregnancy
testing and ultrasounds at no charge to clients.
We follow up every positive pregnancy test with
an offer for an ultrasound. The ultrasound allows
clients to view their baby’s heartbeat and get the
first picture of their baby. We have found that
when a woman who is considering abortion visits
and receives an ultrasound, 80% of the time she
will choose life for her unborn child.

We invite you to be part of our “Baby Bottle
Blessing” campaign to help us boldly proclaim
God’s Word by filling baby bottles with coins,
currency and/or checks that will enable us to
continue the vital work to which God has called
us. This program helps to build a bond of serving
Christ together in our community. With your help
we can continue to make a real difference in the
lives of women in crisis and in the lives of their
unborn children.
